Amendments to Article VIII, Section 9 of the IUP/APSCUF Bylaws

Scope of these proposed amendments:  These amendments to IUP/APSCUF Bylaws result in a change in both the name and charge of our Gender Issues Committee 

Rationale/History:  At the November 2003 State APSCUF Legislative Assembly meeting that was held in Altoona, PA, the assembly voted to approve a change in the State APSCUF Bylaws concerning the State APSCUF Gender Issues Committee.  That change, proposed by the membership of that committee and approved by the State APSCUF Rules and Bylaws Committee, involved a name change to the Gender Issues and Social Justice Committee and a broadening in the charge of the committee to include issues related to social justice as well as gender issues.  The Statewide committee that is now the Gender Issues and Social Justice Committee consists of the chairs of the same committees on each of the local campuses.  In the IUP/APSCUF Bylaws, the corresponding committee is still listed as the Gender Issues Committee even though the committee has informally broadened its charge in conformance with the State APSCUF Bylaws.   At the request of the IUP/APSCUF Gender Issues Committee, the IUP/APSCUF Executive Committee charged the IUP/APSCUF Rules and Bylaws Committee in the fall of 2004 with developing a proposal for changing the language in the IUP APSCUF Bylaws regarding the Gender Issues Committee to comply with the change in the State APSCUF Bylaws.  

Article VIII, Section 9 of the IUP APSCUF Bylaws describes our current Gender Issues Committee.  In October 2004, the APSCUF Rules and Bylaws Committee put forward a proposal for amending our Bylaws.  The proposal was favorably received by the Chair of the IUP APSCUF Gender Issues Committee as written.

The Amendments:  Article VIII, Section 9 appears below with [brackets] to represent deletions and underlining to represent an addition:
Section 9. Gender Issues and Social Justice Committee

a) 
The Gender Issues and Social Justice Committee comprises the President and additional members and Chair appointed by the President with the advice and consent of the Representative Council. There shall be members of both genders.

b) 
The Gender Issues and Social Justice Committee shall:

1. Receive and gather information regarding working conditions and other issues related to gender and social justice;

2. Bring such information to the attention of the Executive Committee and to the Representative Council; and

3. 
Advise and make recommendations concerning gender and social justice related issues to the Executive Committee and to the Representative Council.

c) 
The Chair shall serve on the State APSCUF Gender Issues and Social Justice Committee.
